the problem.

Add and subtract within 20.
2.0A.2—fluently add and subtract within 20 using mental
strategies. By end of Grade 2, know from memory all sums of
two one-digit numbers.

b. The numbers 100, 200, 300, 400, 500, 600, 700, 800, 900 refer to one, two, three,
four, five, six, seven, eight, or nine hundreds (and 0 tens and 0 ones)

2.NBT.9—Explain why addition and subtraction strategies work,

using place value and the properties of operations (supported
