AWARD AMOUNT:   

• May vary based on specific scholarship.  Scholarship funds may be used for tuition, books and/or 
fees at an accredited community college, college, university or technical school in the United 
States.  

 
WHO MAY APPLY? 

• Sweet Home High School or other qualifying graduating seniors that have a parent who works for 
the Sweet Home School District as a certified or classified employee.  Students must have a 
minimum cumulative GPA of 2.00 for the SHEA scholarship and a minimum cumulative 2.5 GPA 
for the OSEA scholarship.   
 

CONDITIONS OF AWARDS:
